The BCRC partnership also
includes South Yorkshire Police, Business Link South Yorkshire, the Federation of Small Businesses
and all four of South Yorkshire’s Chambers of Commerce.

Free Media Training for
Community Groups

Homes, Sheffield City Council and their partnering secondary schools.

A family microbrewery that has brewed over 800,000 pints in just two years has become so
successful that it is now looking to expand the business. Bradfield Brewery, which sits on the

picturesque hillside of High Bradfield, produces cask ales for the real ale market under the
brand ‘Farmers Ales’. The majority is sold to free houses, but they also produce bottled beer for
sale in off licences and from the brewery itself. The brewery was set up by owners the Gill
family, on Watt House dairy farm, with help from Business Link South Yorkshire, funded by
Europe and Defra.

Work begins on
Crucible Refurbishment

Work has begun on the multi-million pound refurbishment of The Crucible Theatre in Sheffield. The
first phase will see the theatre gain a distinctive brass roof and a new temperature control system
to serve the main auditorium. The refurbishment programme, which is part-funded by Europe, will
transform the theatre into a twenty-first century building, worthy of its international reputation. The
theatre will feature a new thrust stage, box office area, upgraded seating and improved wheelchair
access. Phase one of the development will continue until May 2008, when the World Snooker
Championships return. But business will continue as usual at The Crucible with an autumn
production in the main auditorium and a full season in the Studio.
